This often
includes attending meetings, engaging with residents and speaking on behalf of the
council to other bodies.

Can | stand?

There are only a few rules to stand for election. You must be:

. A British citizen, or a citizen of the Commonwealth, or the European Union
. 18 years of age or older
. Live in an area that is served by a local council
